The Protege Guide to Becoming a Transformational Christ Follower and Transformational Leader

OUR GOAL: To train and equip young, emerging leaders to be transformational leaders - competent and humble spiritual guides in the lives of others, minds and
hearts rooted in Scripture and an ever-deepening and ongoing personal relationship with Christ, and devoted to the pursuit of growth, intentional
coaching, living on mission, and gaining hands-on experience.

OUR FOCUS:The protege process is focused on becoming a whole person in Christ and a healthy leader in Christ. This involves full engagement in character
transformation, missional living, emotionally healthy spirituality, leadership development, relational wholeness, spiritual formation, and more. It’s holistic focus.

OUR DESIGN:The protege process is designed to establish foundational frameworks for a new generation of transformational leaders who we want to equip to guide
others towards wholeness in Christ and help to become true difference-makers in our world.

OUR PASSION:A protege sits at the feet of their master, seeking to align their heart and life with becoming more like them.
This journey is not about being a “Christian” - people who simply attend church, read their Bibles and pray, and try to live a good moral life.
The journey is about responding to the invitation to become a transformational Christ-follower, and then a transformational leader.
The invitation of Jesus is for you and me.
It’s the invitation for us to sit at his feet daily (cf. Luke 10:39), and become the right kind of person in character and essence.
We're invited to not only learn the ways of Jesus but to be transformed by the Holy Spirit and live the life God dreams for us to live.
This quest is rooted in personally engaging in a transformational relationship with Christ, fully devoting ourselves to the person and mission of Christ.

As a protege establishes this relationship, they will become difference makers - people who transform the world one human heart at a time. People who speak
un-compromised truth with a contagious, compelling, and undeniable love.

Transformational Christ-followers live every day dreaming of the possibilities for what ‘can be’ in the lives of others, not just for ourselves.

Our world is in desperate need for transformational Christ-followers, proteges who are sitting at the feet of Jesus, becoming the right kind of people, doing the
work of God as He guides them to align their heart and life with His will, and investing in the good of others and our world.
